Using Beat the Clock Questions
Beat the clock questions test students’ knowledge and quick response. Beat the Clock can be exploited to add variety to your lesson planning, to motivate students, and promote their interaction.
Sports

1- You can use the worksheets on the following link http://www.go4english.com/tp/read.php?unitid=1501 to introduce the sport topic. 

2- Divide the class into two teams. Ask your students to name their teams. Write the names on the board. 

3- Write the sentences and choices of this link http://www.go4english.com/qg/read.php?unitid=1512  on a piece of paper.

4- Write the choices on card board slips. Laminate them, so that you can use them with different classes.

5- Tell the students that you are going to give them incomplete sentences and that they should use the correct card slips to complete them. 

6- Stick the choices on the board. Ask a member of each team to come to the board. Tell them that you are going to say the sentence and clap five times, or count till five. Each student should try to grab the right answer. The teams can help their members. The winner is the team that grabs the right answer first. 

7- Repeat the same steps with the rest of the sentences and with different team members. 

8- Write the scores on the board.

Computers

1- Print out a picture of a computer.

2- Laminate it.

3- Write the following labels on cards (printer, modem, mouse, keyboard, camera, memory stick, webcam, monitor), and laminate them. 

4- Divide your class into two teams. 

5- Put the label cards face down on the floor.

6- Choose a member of each team. Ask them to flip one card at a time over and match it to the right computer part.

8-  Write the sentences and choices of this link http://www.go4english.com/qg/read.php?unitid=1990 on a piece of paper. 
9- Write the choices on card board slips. Laminate them, so that you can use them with different classes.

10- Tell the students that you are going to give them incomplete sentences and that they should use the correct card slips to complete them. 

11- Stick the choices on the board. Ask a member of each team to come to the board. Tell them that you are going to say the sentence and clap five times, or count till five. Each student should try to grab the right answer. The teams can help their members. The winner is the team that grabs the right answer first. 

12- Repeat the same steps with the rest of the sentences and with different team members. 

13- Write the scores on the board.

4- Put them around the classroom walls. 

5- The students work in teams of two. 

6- Say the sentences loudly; pause with the gap. 

7- Each time you say a sentence the two students run and grab the right word.

8- The winner is the team with the highest score.

5- Type the choices (A, B & C) on cards, and laminate them.

6-  Divide your class into five teams.
7- Give each team the letters A, B & C.

8- Tell your class that they are going to play a silent game. You are going to put the laminated sentences on the board along with the choices. Teams choose the right answer and put the right letter up.
9- The winner is the team with the highest score.
Clothes

1- Cut up enough copies of the word/picture flashcards of these links http://www.go4english.com/media_file/cms/2004-09-08/1119439189605.pdf , http://www.go4english.com/media_file/cms/2004-09-08/1119439189379.pdf  & http://www.go4english.com/media_file/cms/2004-09-08/1119439189354.pdf .

2- Divide your class into five teams. They will compete to match pictures to words correctly. The winner is the team that finishes first. 
3- Type the sentences of this link http://www.go4english.com/qg/read.php?unitid=1142 on a word document.
4- Type the choices on cards and laminate them. 

5- Give the students the worksheets. Ask students to work in their groups to guess what the right answer is. 
6- Tell your students that you are going to put three choices for each sentence on the board. 
7- Each team writes their choice on a piece of paper and gives it to the teacher. On the board, the teacher keeps track of the teams’ correct answers. 
8- When the correct answer is established, the teacher asks the students to right the correct answer in their gaps in the worksheet.  

9- The winner is the team with the highest score. 
You can use the same ideas with different Beat the Clock games. You can write the scores on a cardboard; hang it up on a wall in the classroom to keep track of winning teams.
