How to sign up - To sign up you need only supply a username, an email address, and then your age group and name. At the bottom of the sign-up page there is a little maths question for you to do to prove you are a person and not a computer. Your personal details are kept a secret and only your username is displayed on your profile. 

Contact us – This link gives you the opportunity to contact the team that run the site. You can send the team feedback on the site or submit teaching tips or advice. You can also ask questions which get posted to the open forums and so will be answered by teachers from across the world.

My blog – This feature gives you the option to record your experiences as a teacher. It is a way of sharing your experiences with the world. You can also browse through other users’ blogs and read about their experiences.
My profile – This feature allows you to personalise the site. You can add more information about you and upload a picture which will be displayed on your profile page and next to any comment you make.

Activities – This section has classroom activities organised under the headings of pronunciation, vocabulary, grammar, speaking, listening, reading, writing and more. These activities are submitted by teachers from around the world. Lesson plans – This section is full of lesson plans written by teachers from around the world. Podcasts – This section has a range of sound files you can either listen to live or download and listen to later.
